Suzanne and Max Lang's hilarious approach to this
very important lesson is now in a toddler-friendly
board book format It is an excellent case study in the
dangers of putting on a happy face and demonstrates
to kids that they are allowed to feel their feelings
(though they should be careful of hurting others in the
process ).
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
